As a city within a city, Shinjuku warmly
welcomes all visitors, even first-timers, as
seen in the average use of our Shinjuku
station by about 3.7 million people every
day. Here is a site-specific culture that
feels accepting, which makes newcomers
and frequenters of all ages feel
comfortable walking alongside each other
and enjoy the city.

There are many relatively small-scale
shop buildings maintained by the same
owners for decades, and they cooperate
and partake with a passion for making
their home ground even better alongside
other community members in local
activities linked to shopping arcades,
commerce and industry society, and
tourism associations. Such widespread
commitment  assures that major
developers are quite unlikely to take over,
and though smaller changes occur daily,
there’s been no drastic makeover, which
means Shinjuku cityscape and
atmosphere remain untouched and
original.

Another appeal of Shinjuku is that each of
the many areas—Ilike Kabukicho, Golden
Gai, Arakicho, and Kagurazaka—has a

unique ambience. Perhaps not listed as
tourists hot spots, insider knowledge and
my personal recommendation suggest a
visit to Waseda University campus and
sacred sites like Hanazono Shrine and
Kumano Shrine, which are close to the
station yet offer a sanctuary not only for
getting away from city noise but also for
the sense of traveling back in time. What'’s
more, at Waseda’s Tsubouchi Memorial
Theatre Museum, visitors may study up
on the signs of the times for each
generation as well as learn about various
aspects of culture and art.

Shinjuku Takano, of which I am the
fourth-generation head, is a fruit grocer
with a history of over 130 years. At our
founding, the railroad had just been
opened, and the company began as a
cocoon broker and used tools seller in
front of the newly opened Shinjuku
Station. However, with the arrival of the
muskmelon, Japan’s renowned luxury
fruit, at the agricultural experiment
station formerly at Shinjuku Gyoen, the
company changed course and became a
fruit retailer.

fruit at optimal ripeness and flavor.
However, in addition to fruit, we also offer
cakes and salads featuring fruit as only a
fruit seller can provide. Unlike most cakes
sold in shops, we focus on the fruit and
have worked hard to create sponge cake
and cream that enhance the fruit for a
fully realized taste experience.

At our Shinjuku Takano Fruit Parlor
flagship store, our Parferio (B2 floor),
with an open counter and view of the
kitchen work area, is popular with foreign
customers. We also sell fruits, cakes and
salads on Bl and B2 floors, and on the
fifth floor we have our Fruit Bar
restaurant, with a popular lunch buffet
option, and Fruit Parlor, which has
parfaits and other dessert offerings.
